Bubble Geometry
To Do & Notice :

Dip the shapes into the soap and see what kind of bubbles form.  What kind of bubbles do you think will form if you blow on the soap and cause the bubble to leave the wire frame?

What’s Going On ?


The surface tension in the soap tends to make the shape have the smallest size possible.  This would normally be a circle or a sphere.  But when the wire frame is present, the wire adds another force to the soap to hold it in place.
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
