To Do & Notice :

Roll the car from different heights on the half pipe to see if it can make it to the same height on the other side.
What’s Going On ?

Inertia is a property of matter defined as the resistance of any physical object to a change in its state of motion or rest. Galileo was the first to notice that a ball started at a certain height on an incline would roll up another incline to the same height from which it was released. Of course, for a real situation, the ball would not make it to the other height exactly due to friction. It is the ball’s inertia that carries it up the second incline to the same height unless acted on by an outside force.

Who Cares ?

Object’s inertia is what enables up-side-down rides at the amusement park.  It also allow more mundane things like the spin cycle of a washing machine.
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
